EARLY CLOSURE OF SCHOOL

Very rarely we may need to close the school to pupils because of an emergency such as the loss of an essential service or severe weather conditions.  In making any decisions to close the school the safety of pupils is paramount.

If we know that school will be closed to pupils on the following day, then pupils will bring home a letter telling you why school is closed and when it will reopen.

If a crisis that arises overnight or in the early hours results in school being closed then a message will be broadcast on Radio Leeds (92.4 FM) between 06.00 and 09.00 the following morning. 

It is possible that some people may not hear a radio message so the building will be opened if possible to provide shelter but normal lessons will not take place.  Any pupils who do arrive will be looked after whilst arrangements are made for them to return home safely.

Finally, although it is extremely unlikely, it is possible that due to rapidly deteriorating weather during the day or the loss of an essential service, some pupils may be allowed home before 15.35 if we have received your prior permission for them to do so. 

In this eventuality, it is impossible for us to phone individual parents to inform them of a decision to close early or make or confirm separate arrangements on the day. Under no circumstances will pupils be allowed to leave school early unless you have given us authority to send them home early – it is entirely your decision.
The two circumstances in which pupils may be allowed home early are:

1. If we are told by the Bus Company that school buses need to leave before 15.50 in order to get back safely to the villages, pupils who normally travel on these buses will be allowed to leave school early to catch their bus if you give your permission for them to do so. 

2. If we consider that pupils would be better looked after at home (e.g. because of a complete boiler failure during extremely cold weather) pupils who normally walk home may be allowed to leave early provided we have received your permission for them to do so. 

If you give permission for your child to be released from school early it is assumed that there will always be someone at home (or another place of safety known to your child) to look after them. 

All other pupils will stay in school until 15.35 or until they are collected.

General points to note regarding travel in bad weather:

If a school bus is late or fails to arrive at all pupils will be kept in school until it arrives or they can be collected.

Pupils who travel on service bus routes will leave at 15.35 as usual and will be able to return to school at any time up to 17.00 if their bus fails to arrive.

Very rarely a bus driver may decide that when road conditions are very bad, a route has to be varied and pupils may be asked to walk for the remainder of their journey. It is impossible for us to provide for every eventuality. Please make separate contingency arrangements with your own child so that they know what to do if this happens.

Parents who are concerned about worsening weather conditions may call at the school at any time to collect their child but under no circumstances can we allow parents to collect any children other than their own unless we have received specific prior permission from the other parents involved. If you want someone else to collect your child, please indicate below.

Senior members of staff will always remain in school until all children have been safely collected.
